Football 04-05 
 
Traditionally the first half of the football season is always extremely busy. The 8 weeks of football that took place between 
September & October certainly did not disappoint. There were 23 games in all ( a record for the staff involved) and  included 
over 100 different students. 
 
The Year 11 team 
The team, led by their skipper  Mark McCrea, lost out in the U-16  Individual Schools Cup, losing 5-2 to the Vale of 
Ancholme. In their other cup match they played the hotly fancied Foxhills team. Again they were on the losing side but with 
them only having one half term of football to play before they leave, the PE department would like to thank them for all of 
their efforts and congratulate them on the way in which they have conducted themselves. 
 
The Year 10 team 
This has to be one of the smallest squads in the school, often having to draw upon younger players in order to make up a team. 
As a result of this they are often under-estimated. They were unfortunate to have 2 matches cancelled by the opposition. Their 
first match was a cup match against St Bedes. They were 6 goals down before Daniel Snow raised spirits with a second half 
hat-trick. In their other game they lost 4-0 against South Leys. 
 
The Year 9 team 
This team played 9 games in a very short space of time and represented the school to the very highest standards. They started 
slowly, losing 5-2 at the defending Scunthorpe Schools Champions, Sir John Nelthorpe. They went on then to beat St Bedes  
5-4.  Next came their opening fixture in the Scunthorpe Schools Cup against South Axholme at home. After 70 minutes we 
were losing 3-2 after twice coming from behind. Matthew Key equalised in the very last minute to force extra time. Again they 
went behind before Duane Titterton finally equalised. Penalty kicks then took place and after misses from 2 players from each 
side Jethro Wells struck home the winning penalty. The boys are through to the Quarter Finals which will be in February. 
Another friendly saw them destroy Foxhills 7-1. Next came the National U-14 ESFA Schools Cup. The boys were drawn away 
to Gainsborough Arts College in the first round. In a very tight and dramatic game we were eventually victorious 4-3 with 
Callum Johnson hitting the winner late in the second half. 
In the second round the boys dominated one of the tightest games seen for some time against Humberston School from 
Grimsby. An own goal sealed it for the visitors and our boys were out. 
This group carried our excellent name forward and deserve recognition for the way in which they have promoted High Ridge 
beyond the town. 
 
The Year 8 team 
After cancellations galore the boys led by their skipper Damon Ruscoe had to play their Cup fixture first. They lost out 4-1 to 
the Vale of Ancholme. Among their other games were a 5-3 victory against St Bedes and a 6-5 victory against South Leys. 
 
The Year 7 team 
This group have been superb since their arrival. Led by their inspirational captain Danny Mitchell and the heroics of their 
Champion Judo Goalkeeper Tom Cuthbert, the boys lost their opening two fixtures heavily. Next came a 2-2 draw against 
North Axholme before they lost in the Cup 3-1 to Thomas Sumpter. 
 
 
Cross Country 04-05 
There are 2 Cross Country Competitions that take place between September & December. The first one is a National 
Competition that starts off at a County Level and progresses as the year goes on. 
 
The County Round involving High Ridge took place on Wednesday 6th October at St Mary’s Sports College, Hull. Once again 
our students represented the school well and again promoted the school excellently. For a small school with less athletes to 
enter we raced well and gained very respectable positions.

All year groups are involved in extra curricular hockey and results have been varied at the beginning of a new season. In both 
the U15 & U16 girls tournaments, High Ridge narrowly missed progressing from the group to playoff stages. In short periods 
of play, the scoring of the ‘elusive goal’ which keeps us from further success. After playing friendly outdoor 11-a-side matches 
on grass, the leagues and friendlies now move indoors.  
Well done to all those who’s commitment to practices and matches led to their selection to represent the school in the various 
outdoor tournaments which have taken place on grass and Astroturf surfaces.  
The Year 8 girls team have reached the local plate competition phase of the North Lincs. Mini Hockey Leagues at Winterton to 
be played on Tuesday 7th December. 
 
Indoor Hockey 04-05 
Since November, girls have been playing in the indoor 6-a-side hockey leagues, with High Ridge hosting many of their own 
and other schools matches due to the sports hall facility.
